This lodge includes 17 apartments that are distributed among three buildings, all of which are a few meters from the Abobral river. There, you can hear the marvelous songs of the Pantanal birds or the thrilling roar of the local monkeys, which, in the early morning, come to the trees on the banks of the river. All the apartments present a rustic decoration and a welcoming atmosphere; apartments also include private bathrooms, air conditioning, and a fridge-bar. Some of the rooms also include a veranda with fans and hammocks providing an alternative resting area. Of the 17 apartments, 7 correspond to “double rooms”, 7 to “triple rooms” and 3 to  “quadruple rooms”, with a total of 47 comfortable and spacious beds.
The sitting room has the same rustic style as the rest of the lodge. It is surrounded by a garden that includes various areas for chatting, reading, table games, snooker, television and bar, where you can sample delicious drinks. On the bar’s veranda, a few meters from the river, there is a beautiful view of the Pantanal, with its characteristic sounds and scents, and also the swimming pool.

SCHEDULE 
1st day: Campo Grande – Pantanal (Pre-meeting tours) or Bonito – Pantanal (pos-meeting tours)
Transfer to the Pantanal. Arrival, snack, and presentation of the Farm. We take a stroll to observe the sunset in the Pantanal, which is followed by dinner and further information on the activities of the following days.

2nd day: Pantanal
After breakfast, we take a 2 hour boat-tour to observe different features of the local landscape, and wild fauna. This is the best way to get to know Pantanal and the beauty and exuberance of its wetlands. The Rivers and surrounding areas represent the natural habitat of a variety of birds, mammals and reptiles that lie out on river banks.

After lunch, we depart on a horseback riding tour in order to get to know various aspects of the Pantanal landscape. All the tours go through unique areas with the aid of experienced local guides. However, the horseback tours represent one of the main attractions of the region as they allow visitors to ride through open pastures with patches of stunted vegetation, lakes, lowlands, and pond outlets, facilitating observations of the local flora and exuberant fauna. The horses are calm and well trained and even a person who has never ridden a horse before can take this tour without any problems.

After dinner, we go on an evening-tour on a 4 x 4 vehicle or on a boat in order to observe night animals like anteaters, foxes, capybaras, and caimans. We also take this opportunity to listen to the sound of frogs and insects, as well as to see the beautiful sky of the Pantanal.

3rd day: Pantanal
After breakfast, we leave on a boat to for “Piranha” Fishing. Piranhas are mainly used to prepare a typical local piranha soup. This tour is also a nice opportunity for visitors to see the caimans who watch the fishers in order to steal their piranhas.
After lunch, we leave for a walk (between 1:30PM-3:00PM. Trekking is done through dense bushes, open fields, and gallery forests. This is the tour in which you will be the closest to the flora and fauna of the region. It is a great opportunity to see animals more closely, as well as to learn more about their function and importance for the Pantanal. Dinner & free evening.

4th day: Pantanal – Bonito (Pre-Meeting Tours) or Pantanal - Campo Grande (Pos-meeting tours)
Breakfast, transfer to Campo Grande for departure or transfer to Bonito for the ATBC Conference.
